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What is Recess Fitting?

If you choose Recess Fitting when you 
order, that tells us that you’ve measured 
the inside of the window recess.

Measure the inside of the recess in 
several places and use the smallest 
measurement

Do not make any adjustments to your 
measurements. We’ll make all the 
necessary allowances to make sure 
your blind fits perfectly inside the 
recess

Measure the width

Measure wall-to-wall inside the recess at 
the top, in the middle and at the bottom. 
Make a note of the smallest measurement.

Measure the drop

Measure from the top of the recess to the 
sill. Measure on the left, in the middle, and 
on the right - make a note of the smallest 
measurement.

Hold the brackets in position up against the 
wall and mark the locations of the screw 
holes on each bracket with a pen or pencil 
(5). The bracket locations should match the 
top corners of where you took your 
measurements originally.

Drill a hole at each mark, then use the 
screws and wall plugs provided to secure 
the brackets in place (6).

Note: when positioning the brackets, take a 
moment to make sure that they’re level, and 
that they’re an equal distance each side 
from the edge of the recess.

Lift the end of the blind opposite to the controls up to its bracket. 
Locate the depression pin in the centre cross of the bracket (7).

Now lift the control end of the blind and slot the rectangular studs 
on the control mechanism into the centre cross of the other 
bracket and pull down to lock it in (8).

Young children can be strangled by loops in pull cords, 
chains, tapes and inner cords that operate the product.

To avoid strangulation and entanglement, keeps cords 
out of the reach of young children.

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Once your blinds are installed we recommend plugging in the 
motor for each, to allow it to fully charge before use. Plug the 
charging cable (included) into the motor charging port and allow 
to charge until the LED on the charger plug turns green. Do not 
over-charge, as this can damage the battery.

On the front of the swing tag that comes with each blind, you’ll find 
a handy QR code you can scan with your phone. Scan this to 
download the SmartView app - you’ll be setting up your blinds in  
moments!

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First, choose the method you’ll be using to install your brackets:

Top-fixing
Screw the charger’s mounting brackets directly into the top of the 
recess. The charger will rest horizontally across the top of the 
window.

Side-fixing
Screw the mounting brackets into the side wall of the recess, so 
that the charger rests vertically at the side of the blind. Make sure 
that the brackets are installed on the side closest to the blind’s 
motor in this case.

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Facing the glass

Hold the brackets up to the top of the 
recess and mark the screw hole in each 
with a pen or pencil. Use the fixings 
provided to secure the brackets in place. 
Make sure that the ‘open’ face of the 
brackets is facing the window (10).

The solar panel will clip into the open face 
of the brackets. The black panel on the 
charger should be facing the glass (11).

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Facing the glass

Hold the brackets up to the side of the recess and mark the screw 
hole in each with a pen or pencil. Use the fixings provided to secure 
the brackets in place.

Make sure that you fit the brackets on the same side of the window 
as the blind’s motor, as the solar charger cable may not reach 
otherwise.

The solar panel will clip into the open face of the brackets. The 
black panel on the charger should be facing the glass (13).
